our health care system and the Chiefs
and delegates of this
Kihchinaskishatowin of the
Omushkegowuk call on Canada and
Ontario to honor our inherent and
Treaty rights to be self-governing

in our health services; and

the Chiefs and delegates of this
Kihchinaskishatowin of the
Omushkegowuk directs the Office of the
Grand Chief to advance the
development of an Omushkego Nation
Health Act that is inclusive of our Health
Care System, and to present a draft
version of the proposed Omushkego
Nation Health Act at the next
Mamowihitowin of the Omushkegowuk.
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
